The numbered seat placement is insignificant and is only used for counting at each table. You will receive an email confirmation once your registration is submitted and seats are reserved. If you choose not to reserve your seating at the time you register, you can reserve your seat(s) when you pick-up your packet at the hotel lobby. Seating is limited.
